Stage 1 

Child puts note 

in Tell Box 

Child tells another 

child in school 

Child tells a member

An adult in school will speak to the child about what has happened. 

It is agreed it is not bullying, the 

problems will be sorted out.  

It is found to be a bullying 

issue and it moves to stage 2. 

Stage 2  
School will let child and parents know what is going on. 

The Head Teacher and Deputy Head Teacher will be informed. 

Child will meet with member of staff to decide what will happen next. 

Action plan will be agreed. 

Plan carried out. 

Other staff will be made aware. 

Both children given support. 

Staff will check everything is ok over the next week. 

Bullying has 

stopped 

Staff will check 

that bullying has 

not started again 

If bullying continues, it will move to the next stage. 

Stage 3 

The Head Teacher and Deputy Head Teacher will be informed that the 

situation is ongoing. 

A member of SLT will meet with child and parents/carers. 

An incident form will be completed. 

Action plan will be reviewed and amended if needed. 

Additional support will be put place.  

The Head Teacher or Deputy Head Teacher will check that everything is 

OK over the next week.  

Bullying has 

stopped. 

Staff will check 

that bullying has 

not started 

again. 

Stage 4 
If bullying incidents are still happening, then the Head Teacher will be notified and 

may seek advice from the Governing Body and the local authority regarding what 

should be done next.
